Open Letter to the Men of St Jude: Spend Mar 12-13 with US!

Have you ever been dismayed that you don’t feel the same as your wife/significant other regarding various devotions and
spiritual practices?

Have you ever felt especially exhilarated when in the woods, or streams or mountains?

Has accomplishing a goal or fulfilling a dream ever had for you a sense you are close to God at that moment?

Do you feel a difficulty equating God’s presence with humility or powerlessness?

Do you want an answer NOW?

Do you feel an urge to right wrongs, achieve justice, make things right?

Do you long for good strong friends with whom you can share a special bond?

Do you wish to develop your own special sense & practice of the Spiritual?

If some of these elements ring a bell, it’s because we are speaking here of several characteristics of male spirituality. Because men
differ from women, we sometimes feel “hung out to dry” in churchy situations.
