My two siblings, their spouses and I took a rare 
opportunity to visit our many Florida relatives (my 
dad’s home turf- in and around Tampa) last 
weekend.  It had been ten years or more since we 
had seen almost any of the twenty-plus cousins 
who showed up at the residence of a  first cousin 
who is about five years younger than I.  He and his 
wife are about to be grandparents for the first time, 
so are quite excited!  The little bride was there, 
with protrusions in all the right places signifying 
new life… in April, no less! 
 

While chatting with the others there, I was struck 
with how rich these lives were: even the lovely 
widow of one of my good uncles, at 84 years young, 
remains deeply involved in community and church 
(Baptist).  A sweet cousin who teaches music also 
presented her two beautiful daughters to me, both 
of whom play violin and piano:  world-class variety 
(and with the mother enjoy the pleasures of a 
“Family Trio” which performs sometimes, when 
their personal calendars will allow). Each one I 
spoke with was finding and nurturing some special 
gift: real estate manager, investments counselor, 
physical ed teacher, and so on. 
 

I went on the next day to spend the late afternoon 
and evening with my 92-year old uncle, who will 
have knee replacement surgery in April!!  He said 
with the continued weakening in his knees, this 
operation is a chance to regain some mobility he 
was not going to pass up.  This athletic, charismatic 
man was once a principal officer of AT&T, and 
despite his wife’s death a decade ago, has 
continued to find life‘s pleasures and challenges 
things not to fear but to savor. His has a second 
close companion (the first one after his wife died) 
who is only ninety. 
 
While I was meditating on God’s goodness to so 
many in my family, I also thought of the gospel 
passage last week, which had two important if 
seemingly contradictory themes. The first 

reminded us that our God is so just he will not give 
evil to people: “Do you think that because these 
Galileans suffered [a ritual abuse] they were 
greater sinners than all other Galileans… or those 
eighteen people who were killed when the tower of 
Siloam fell on them were more guilty than 
everyone else… By no means! But… if you do not 
repent, you will all perish as they did.” God does 
not punish here on earth those who do evil any 
more than he punishes the good folk.  Rather he 
waits to see if the “fig tree” will bear fruit.  He is 
infinitely patient to see what part of us will “win 
out,” the self-ish or the self-less. 
 
Holiness comes in all shapes and sizes, as I opined 
last week, but most vital is the continual journey, 
the search, yes even the patience with ourselves as 
we slowly discover who we are and where our gifts 
lie. Then of discovering our gift and using it well, 
we finally bear great fruit, as hoped-for in the fig 
tree! Like my cousins, we may be businessman, 
teacher,  technician, or even priest (!) – but the 
most vital thing is how we are able to give 
ourselves through use of these remarkable gifts!   -
