    Summer, & Smoke on the Horizon 

Father Pike’s Father Pike’s 
PiquesPiques    

At last week’s National Pastoral Musicians’  Convocation 
in Detroit (about 3000 strong attendees, including our 
Director of Liturgy Jeremy Dixon and myself), the 
overriding concern was the upcoming (probably late 
2011) implementation of recent changes in wording to the 
Mass. These alterations, formulated by the International 
Commission on English in the Liturgy (ICEL) and 
approved by the various Vatican offices, have been in the 
works for several years in the interest of conforming the 
language of the liturgy more literally to the Latin of the 
Roman Missal of the Mass of Pius V.  That version had its 
origins in the Latin Roman Missal adopted in the late 4th-
Century after Constantine’s momentous “regularization 
of the Christian Church.” After a considerable journey 
during the so-called “Dark Ages,” this exemplar found its 
way to the Court of Charlemagne, who promulgated it 
throughout the Frankish Empire. Newly embellished, it 
made its way back to Rome, probably by Franciscan 
itinerant preachers, where it is found in the Papal Chapel 
of the 12th-Century. 
 

This version, already in popular use was approved  
universally after the reform Council of Trent in the late 
1500’s and became the familiar norm of the Roman Rite 
until 1969, when the new Missal of Paul VI with its many 
vernacular translations came into use. 
 

The new wording may sound overly formal and even 
opaque to many modern ears, but even those of us who 
greatly value the “aggiornamento” (updating) of John 
XXIII understand that the Liturgy must be more than 
acquiescing to passing cultural trends. There is value in 
coming as near as possible to the heritage of the Church’s 
worship, and in striving to understand the precise 
meanings of now unfamiliar phrases. 
 

Those in the pews will notice most changes in the 
Assembly responses and acclamations, as in the Holy 
Holy and the Gloria. Perhaps most talked about is the 
return to “And with your Spirit” to replace “And also 
with you” – to conform to the former Latin “Et cum 
spiritu tuo.”  For  musicians and those who know the 
immense value of good music to enhance our Liturgy, 
these changes will necessitate revisions or new 
compositions to replace  familiar Mass settings (like the 
almost universally sung “Mass of Creation”). We were 
gratified to sing a few of these new settings in Detroit 
with composers, like David Haas and Bob Hurd. 
 

For us poor old priests, the task will be more daunting. 
The heart of the Eucharist is the Eucharistic Prayer, 
sometimes called the “prayer of the priest,” and most of 

us have taken many years to “own” the texts, so we can 
truly pray them with reverence, comprehension, 
conviction, from the heart and memory, without the 
assistance of books.  I know you will be praying for us as 
we “seniors” find the proper disposition and energy to 
discover the cadence, the “spirit” as it were, of the new 
texts over the next several years.  It is not easy to teach 
old hounds new scents! 
 

At the base of this Vatican revision is the intention of 
Church leaders to come more closely in touch with the 
will of God and of His Son in our worship, embued by the 
Holy Spirit. May we accept and even welcome these 
changes, with open hearts and “spirits.”   - Fr Pike
