there’s an abundance of all that among us. Glory be to God! A few highlights:  
 

� The celebration of our 45th Anniversary with the Remembering St Jude series:  every former pastor & 
several important associates returned to offer memories & best wishes. Get ready for the 50th!  

� Cosgriff Associates’ Feasibility Study provided a rather complete picture of parish strengths & areas of 
concern must address to assure future success as Catholic leaders. Now for the action! 

� Empowerment, instrumental process to assist at crossroads and/or in crisis. What gift can you bring? 
� Services of a part-time Counselor for those whose lives are fractured or need assistance for a fuller life. 
� Addressing long-term problems of an aging plant: leaks in church skylights, foundation disintegration
