An overflow crowd at the Activity Center cheered and applauded, some standing,  where Fred Reiling 
announced the long-awaited news that St. Jude leadership from the various councils had unanimously 
committed our church to pursuing “full steam ahead” the move to a new church at a new site.  That site will 
be the 20 beautiful unencumbered acres of land so generously donated by Jake and Rose Miciotto up Airline 
Drive across from Cypress Baptist Church, 5.7 miles north of I-220. 
 
Fred offered a short outline for the next few months and beyond, as we move from the decision-making 
process to an action-stance!  Among vital benchmarks to be achieved are: 

� Receive formal approval from the Diocese; 
� Securing professional & volunteer fund-raising leadership; 
� Cultivating and securing a few major lead gifts; 
� Inviting architectural firms to submit proposals and choosing from them an architect; 
� Working toward a January Kickoff for a four-month public fund-raising campaign; 

 
Fred also gave us additional dates to shoot for: 

1. June 2011: Ground-breaking at the site after a successful fund-raising campaign. 
2. Summer 2012: Substantial completion of Phase One (church complex). 

 
Audible gasps were heard when the short timetable was announced, but Fr Pike, who accepted, with thanks, 
Fred’s message, added that the tough decisions had already been made, over a three-plus year period of 
discernment as to the move. Now we must move full-speed ahead to the goal, or the project will lag and lose 
steam in the press of other everyday priorities. 
 
The context of this far-sighted project is nothing less than the bright future of St. Jude and Catholicism in 
NW Louisiana.  There is no reason to dally on either goal.  We are on this earth to make the best use of our 
resources for God’s Glory, and to “raise the cross” on high where all can see. It is the belief of the leadership 
of the parish that the proposed move will create a matchless opportunity to continue and expand the 
influence of Jesus Christ in our region, and for St Jude to take its place among the great ecclesial 

communities of our region.  We are already one of the most active and influential faith communities in 
Bossier.  Now with a new and more visible church structure in the middle of the fastest-growing part of the 
parish, we will have the opportunity to be even more the leader in bringing the Good News of Jesus Christ to 
a wider and wider population. 
 
At the close of the gathering, our wonderful teens- one of the major reasons for this project:  a fitting and 
exciting venue for our hundreds of youth and young adults to call “home” -  joined in holding up a 20-foot 
long banner:  New Church… New Site… New Life.  In my heart and soul, I know this challenging project 
will help us emerge ever more willing to make significant sacrifice, to reiterate  the past Sunday’s Gospel 
theme:  “ Where your treasure is, there will your heart be.” May our treasure always be in building a house 
for the Lord, not solely one of brick and mortar but one in which brick and mortar become stuff and symbol 
of God’s heart beating in us all! 
 

At the end of the gathering, one of our dear parishioners, Jesuit-educated like me, remarked: “My thoughts 
went to the great, fervent call of St. Ignatius to his newly-recruited fellow Jesuits:  “Ad Majoram Dei 
Gloriam” … for the greater Glory of God!  Amen, Alleluia!
